KIRKINTILLOCH LINK ROAD - CULT BURN MAINTENANCE
I have had a number of questions from local residents about the Cult Burn maintenance works which started on Monday 6 April.  This letter provides the answers to these questions to all residents who live close to these works.

Question 1 
Can you confirm that these works are for drainage purposes only and are not a new access
to the Kirkintilloch Link Road works?


Answer 1

I can absolutely confirm that these works are only related to the cleaning out of the Cult Burn for drainage purposes.  Access arrangements for the Kirkintilloch Link Road works are regulated by the planning consent and have been agreed with both East Dunbartonshire Council and North Lanarkshire Council.  In this area the only authorised accesses to the works are via Hornshill Roundabout, Lindsaybeg Road and Burnbrae Road (for access to local works only).

Question 2

Exactly what works are being carried out and why are you removing fairly mature bushes and small trees?

Answer 2

Under normal circumstances responsibility for the routine maintenance of a watercourse lies with the owner of the land through which it runs.  In this case, it would appear that the landowner has not carried out any routine maintenance of this section of the Cult Burn for many years.  As a result the channel has silted up and vegetation has become established.  This silt and vegetation inhibits the flow of water along the channel and is having an adverse effect on the ability of the Cult Burn to take away water in the way that it should.  

The current works will catch up with many years of lack of maintenance.  The original channel will be restored.  To do this vegetation which has become established over the years will be removed as this vegetation is an obstruction to the flow of water.

Question 3

Will the Cult Burn be taking water from the Link Road drains and does this not increase flood risk in the area?

Answer 3
Yes, the Cult Burn will be taking water from the Link Road drainage system.  However, the design of the Link Road drainage system is such that the rate of flow in the Cult Burn will be unaffected.  As part of the design a balancing pond is being constructed next to the Link Road.  This pond will retain water during periods of heavy rain.  The release of water into the Cult Burn will be controlled by the balancing pond so that the volume of water in the Cult Burn is never any more than before the road was built.  
Question 4
Why is the silt which is being removed from the Cult Burn not being taken away?

Answer 4

It is standard agricultural practice to use the arisings from burn maintenance works to raise the level of the banks adjacent to the burn.  This approach provides a larger section to the channel and as a result flood risk to the adjacent land is reduced.  Towards the end of the current works the silt etc. which has been set aside will be spread to provide an even rise in the bank level.  Once this material is dried out it will merge into the adjoining field. 

Question 5

Is this work preparatory to development of the land?

Answer 5

These works are being carried out entirely for the purposes of improving the local drainage system by catching up with the routine maintenance. The works are being carried out by the Link Road contractor and as part of the Link Road construction.  KI has no knowledge of any development proposals in this area.
