TEMPORARY TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT AT WOODILEE ROAD

The Kirkintilloch Link Road Contractor started today the construction of a new junction
between the Link Road, Woodilee Road, Garngaber Avenue and the access to the former
Woodilee Hospital site (close to Larkfield Lodge).

In order for the works to be carried out in a safe manner, Woodilee Road is closed to all
traffic for a period of 5 weeks. The temporary closure will take effect today Monday 5 July
2010 and the road will be re-opened on Monday 9 August 2010.
The attached plans show the extent of the closure and the diversions which will be

signposted.
