SCOTTISH WATER DIVERSION OF SERVICES
PROPOSED TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT WORKS AT TOWNHEAD,

KIRKINTILLOCH - JANUARY / FEBRUARY 2009

Construction of the proposed Kirkintilloch Link Road requires the demolition of the
existing stone arch bridge on Industry Street where it crosses the disused railway
line, Before this bridge can be demalished and a new one built in its place the
existing public utility services such as gas, water, electricity and communications have
to be removed from the existing bridge and either permanently placed on a new
route or temporarily protected insitu during construction. In the case of the gas
pipelines and the water supply systems, technical issues dictate that they must be

removed to an alternative route.

During October and November 2008 the gas pipelines were relocated. These
works adversely affected the traffic flow on Lenzie Road, Townhead, Parliament
Road, New Lairdsland Road, Industry Street and Waterside Road. Whilst every
effort was made to keep traffic disruption to a minimum the complex nature of the
works, the number of busy roads in the area and the need to protect the safety of
the worlers meant that delays were unfortunately unavoidable.

The water mains diversions will follow a similar route. The work is programmed to
start on 5 January 2009 and will last approximately 4 weeks. Scottish Water and
East Dunbartonshire Council have put together a traffic management plan which will
keep traffic disruption to an absolute minimum. Those involved are confident that
the level of traffic delays will be significantly less for the Scottish Water works than
they were for the gas works for the following reasons;

1 For a large part of its proposed route the new water main will be laid in
or close to the existing road verge. This means that more of the existing
road width will be available for traffic.

2. The works can be carried out in phases each using different traffic
management arrangements thus keeping traffic signal control (which is
most disruptive) to shorter periods and affecting fewer approaches.
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3. The duration of control by traffic signals is less with the Scottish VWater
works. The gas works required 4 approaches to be signal controlled for
a period of about 6 weeks whereas the Scottish Water works will require
control on 4 approaches for approximately 5 days and control of 3
approaches for about 9 days.

Attached to this newsletter are 5 No. plans illustrating the various stages of the
proposed traffic management works and their approximate durations. The exact
timing and layout of these works may change due to circumstances. Kl will make
every effort to notify you of significant changes to these proposals.
