KIRKINTILLOCH LINK ROAD
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT AT LINDSAYBEG ROAD 
Construction of the Kirkintilloch Link Road involves excavation of earth from cuttings and deposition of suitable material in the road embankments.  In order to minimise the impact of these works on the local environment and minimise the numbers of construction vehicles using the local road network suitable excavated material is being transferred from the cuttings to the road embankments along the line of the road. In the Claddens Estate area the proposed road is in a cutting up to 9 metre deep for a distance of approximately 250 metres southwards from Lindsaybeg Road.  Reuseable material from this cutting will be placed in road embankments north of Lindsaybeg Road.  Transporting this material therefore requires earth moving trucks to cross Lindsaybeg Road.

In order to ensure that the above operation is carried out as safely as possible the Contractor has agreed with East Dunbartonshire Council Roads Service that the movement of trucks across Lindsaybeg Road with be controlled using traffic signals.  The proposed arrangement is that the temporary traffic signals will be operated manually by a worker in constant attendance during periods of earth shifting.   Whenever an earth moving truck wishes to cross Lindsaybeg Road the worker will activate the signals to stop traffic on Lindsaybeg Road from both directions.   On average it is anticipated that traffic on Lindsaybeg Road will be stopped for approximately 30 seconds once every 5 minutes or so during the hours of operation which will be from 8.00am to 8.00pm from Monday to Friday and from 8.00am to 5.00pm on Saturdays.  Outwith working hours the signals will be switched off so that traffic can flow unimpeded on Lindsaybeg Road. 
The above arrangement will operate from Monday 15 June 2009 for a period of approximately 4 months.  Other local traffic management arrangements required during the construction of the new Lindsaybeg Road Roundabout will be publicised following completion of the earthworks movement.
