KIRKINTILLOCH LINK ROAD (KLR)
EARTH MOUNDING AT LINDSAYBEG ROAD 
You will, no doubt, have seen the extensive earth moving operations which are taking place in the area between Lindsaybeg Road, Blacklands Lane and Blacklands Place.  I write to provide you with information about these works and to assure you that the mounding which can currently be seen at the western (Lenzie) end of this area is a temporary arrangement which is both significantly higher than the final proposals and closer to the housing which has a boundary with Blacklands Lane.    
The earth mounding in this area is being provided to mitigate the effects of noise for property in the Claddens area.  The mounds also have the effect of screening views of the Link Road, Lindsaybeg Road Roundabout and parts of the existing Lindsaybeg Road.  A further benefit of these mounds is that they provide a deposition area for material excavated from cuttings elsewhere on the Link Road.  This reduces the amount of material which has to be exported from the site and the number of lorries which need to use the local road network.    
Recent discussions and negotiations have resulted in the contractor being able to extend the area of coverage of the earth mounds, improving their noise mitigation effects and providing greater screening for local property.  The mounds will be extended along a greater length of Lindsaybeg Road to provide more comprehensive protection.  The final location of the mounds will be immediately adjacent to the new road network.  The mounds will be no more than 3 metres above the level of the existing Lindsaybeg Road and will achieve this height within about 15metres of the edge of Lindsaybeg Road.  From there the mounds will adopt a gradual slope back down to existing ground level at the fence lines which have been established on site.  The completed mounds will be sculpted to provide smooth gradual changes of level.  They will then be topsoiled and seeded so that the final appearance is compatible with the surrounding fields.  A plan showing all of the above is currently in preparation and will be sent to you as soon as it is completed.
During the works the Contractor needs to collect the material which goes into the mounds in temporary locations on the site.  As you may already have noticed these temporary mounds are much higher than the final mounds are intended to be and are not in the final locations.  Some concerns have been expressed by local residents about the possibility that these temporary mounds could become permanent.  I can guarantee you that this will not happen.  The final layout of the mounds will be as described above.
